Ben Owen III will conduct a two-day workshop for the Triangle Potters Guild on February 3rd & 4th. During this special workshop, Ben will discuss the elements of good form and design in making pottery. A slide lecture will take place Friday evening covering the history of Ben’s family in clay as well as the process at Ben Owen Pottery. As time allows, some pottery will be made after the lecture.





Saturday, Ben will demonstrate a variety of functional and decorative forms, including altering and the creation of texture on the surface of the clay.
